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Radiology Report


Cervical Region

General Chiropractic analysis

Examination of the atlas indicated a limited range of motion as the right transverse process shows abnormal right lateral flexion and right rotation (ASRA). C3 motion unit shows a fixation in the posterior to anterior plane (P). C5 motion unit shows a limited range of motion as the right transverse process shows abnormal right lateral flexion and right rotation (PRI-L). 

Radiographic views

The following cervical radiographs were taken: Lateral / Sagittal and Nasium / Frontal.

Alignment

The sagitial view revealed an interruption of George's line at C5.The cervical lordosis is severely reduced 
Also, the observation of the atlanto-dental interval reveals a normal ADI. The cervical spine tilts moderately to the right side. 

Bone
The mineralization of the osseous structures appears to be normal. There were no obvious fractures at the spinous processes, lamina-pedicle junctions or odontoid process and no compression fractures were evident. The morphology of the uncinate processes has been observed and hypertrophy as been noted at the right process of C3. The odontoid process of C2 also shows a normal appearance. 

Cartilage

Some severe degeneration without fusion has been identified at the C6-C7 intervertebral disc space. The examination of cervical osseous structures indicates phase III degeneration, with major degenerative changes including but not restricted to loss of bone density, breakdown of vertebral endplates and moderate intervertebral fusion.

Soft tissues

No abnormalities or calcification has been found at the soft tissue level and the presence of a ponticulus posticus is noted between the atlas and occiput. The retropharyngeal space appears within normal limits. Upon observation the retrolaryngeal space was found to be within normal limits. 

Lumbar Region

Chiropractic analysis

Palpation findings of L5 showed indications of a fixation in the posterior to anterior plane (P). Examinations of the sacrum revealed a posterior sacral base (BP). 

Radiographic views

The following cervical radiographs were taken: Lateral Lumbar and A-P Lumbopelvic.

Alignment
The sagitial view revealed an interruption of George's line at L5. The lumbar lordosis seems slightly reduced. There is a slight scoliosis with left convexity. A grade I retrolisthesis was found at the level of L5 vertebra. 

Bone
The mineralization of the osseous structures appears to be normal. Some discrete degeneration is obvious at the anterior vertebral body of L3. 

CartilageSome moderate degeneration has been identified at the L5-S1 intervertebral disc space. The radiographic evaluation shows evident signs of phase II degeneration with loss of lumbar lordosis, significant degeneration and visible disc space loss. 
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
